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Delhi Youth Summit on Climate, 2010
"Be the change; Vote for Green…
Because our future should be in our hands...”

It is time we act and react; for ‘Inaction, is no longer an option’. That’s the energy driving the youth who are called for and who are in for the “Delhi Youth Summit on Climate, 2010 (DYSoC)”. Delhi Greens, a not-for-profit organization working towards ensuring sustainable development in the country is organizing the two days summit that will bring together the youth from across the capital city and attempt to understand the various urban environmental issues in the wake of climate change. 
The youth, who are the future leaders of the country and its capital, must have their voices heard to ensure their policy perspectives are incorporated in the plans of the decision makers of the city. It is the youth who will inherit the city (and the Planet) from the present generation. Thus, time for bold, innovative action is now. The timing is critical. The youth are the future and it is OUR future that is being negotiated without us at the negotiating table.
Delhi, the seat of power of the world's largest democracy, is a rapidly developing urban center and features in the list of top ten most populated cities in the world. One of the oldest continually inhabited cities, Delhi today is facing the dual pressure of development as well as an ever increasing population. The ever increasing ecological footprint of megacities like Delhi is an issue of concern as this tends to upset the urban-rural balance in the country. This will be addressed through the summit as a key sustainability challenge. The Summit will also try to capture and showcase the efforts made by the Govt. and civil society since the launch of the NAPCC, and highlight the actions listed in the Delhi Action Plan on Climate Change, paving the way for a green city.

Supported by Oxfam-India and Nehru Memorial Museum & Library (NMML), DYSoC 2010 will highlight the first ever Carbon Map of Delhi authored by Dr. Chirashree Ghosh, Asst. Professor at Delhi University. Exciting and interesting interactive sessions will be conducted under six major topics viz Water, Waste, Transport, Energy, Urban Planning and Urban Biodiversity. Some of the prominent environmentalists in the city like Dunu Roy, Ajay Mahajan, Dr. B. C. Sabata, Gaurav Gupta and many others will be holding sessions to train the youth on various environmental issues. Besides the training & discussion sessions, the summit will also showcase a play on environmental topic and hold a media session screening some of the best films on environmental issues.  

Sharing his enthusiasm and interest of working with the youth, Govind Singh, Founder-Director of Delhi Greens said, “We are very excited to host the second Delhi Youth Summit on Climate. Since the first ever youth summit on climate that was organized two years back, we have witnessed tremendous change in awareness level as well as youth’s interest towards working for saving our common environment. Climate change is an inter-generational issue that the youth cannot afford to overlook. The more we do today to tackle the climate crisis, the better are our chances of survival in the years to come. It’s action time”.
Supporting the summit and encouraging the youth is Oxfam India.  Nisha Agrawal, CEO, Oxfam India said, “Oxfam India has been actively campaigning on bringing poor people voices affected by climate change at the forefront of policy debate. Public hearings held by Oxfam India across various ecosystems last year clearly showed the impact of climate change on livelihoods of poor in rural and urban areas especially the impacts on food security and displacement”. Given India's young population, Oxfam India believes that youth would play an important role in shaping public opinion on climate change to make concerns of poor people at center stage in climate debate for resilient livelihoods, energy needs and equity as well as leading the way for show casing  low carbon life style choices themselves.
The summit also have other partners including Global Climate Campaign (GCC), India Action Network, South Asia Network for Social & Agricultural Development (SANSAD), North East Center for Environmental Education & Research (NECEER), Center for Climate Justice & Equity (CCJE), YouthV and Compassionate Living.
